	Essential Understandings:

· A country’s potential Gross Domestic Product depends on the quantity of natural resources, the size and skill of the population, and the amount of quality of its capital stock.
· International differences in resources, productivity, and prices are the basis for international trade.
· Supply and demand, prices, incentives, and profits play a role in determining what is produced and distributed.
· A nation has a comparative advantage when it can produce a product at a lower opportunity cost than its trading partner.
· Values and beliefs influence economic decisions in different societies.
