Reads a variety of books at grade level

1 Reads significantly below grade level; needs assistance to select appropriate independent reading material

Participates in a book group

Goes beyond assigned response to share knowledge about a book; makes insightful comments; makes connections from one book/author/event to another; may form own book group

Drafts and revises a piece of writing over time

Writes a clear, organized and complete narrative

Produces clear, organized and sequenced narrative; many specific details; all key events elaborated; uses rich language; demonstrates control of the story

Writes a clear, organized, and complete narrative; has a well-balanced beginning, middle, and end; has clear focus; has specific and general detail

2 Produces a narrative that shows general detail around a big idea; sequence may be unclear

Produces a narrative that contains unfocused ideas with little detail and unclear sequencing

Elaborates key ideas with supporting details

Elaborates most key ideas with supporting details; includes a balance of general and specific details to clarify and expand an idea

Uses a thesaurus to strengthen vocabulary; uses powerful words throughout written work

Edits for grammar, capitalization, and punctuation with assistance

Mathematics

Explains problem-solving strategies and solutions clearly using math words

Gives a clear, effective explanation detailing how the problem is solved; precise and appropriate use of mathematical vocabulary; may generate multiple solutions and/or strategies

Explains problem-solving strategies and solutions clearly using math words; gives a clear written explanation of the solution with appropriate mathematical vocabulary; chooses effective strategies

2 Gives clear explanation of solution and strategy, orally or visually; gives partial explanation in written form

Gives no explanation of the solution or explanation cannot be understood; needs assistance to choose an effective strategy

Applies and accurately uses addition
