Getting Started with Seesaw - Grade 1/2

Step 1

For classroom/home use only. Do NOT post this information on social media.

Download the Seesaw CLASS app to your phone or mobile device.

However, it is
important to note that in order to share your excitement for Adventures with Leo the Lion with
other friends in your grade, you MUST download the Seesaw CLASS app.

Open the Seesaw CLASS app on your phone or mobile device or go to https.//app.seesaw.me on your
computer (the initial visit to Seesaw must be done through a mobile device).

Choose, “I'm a student” and scan the QR code for the grade you will be ENTERING in the fall (Grade 1 or
Grade 2). To adhere to RSD 13 District Acceptable Use Policy and for the safety of our students, the QR
codes are unique to our private groups and are NOT ALLOWED to be shared on social media or
websites.

Pick your child's name from the list of students in the grade level.
NOTE: You will only need to choose your child's name the first time
you login.

Step 3

Instructions for posting items in the Seesaw Class app:

1. Click the D symbol to add a new item.

2. Choose the type of file to be added (photo, video or note)

3. Click the check mark Donce to review the item and then once again D to save.

4. Click the check mark D one final time to submit for teacher approval.
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EVERY SINGLE item will be reviewed and approved by a teacher before it is posted to Seesaw.
